Our Student Hostel is a small and simple Training Center with twenty two-bed rooms and ten one-bed
rooms. It offers a family-like atmosphare and it situated in a very nice location. It is run by catholics,
i.e. it is shaped by a world-open, world-integrated and God-united spirit.

You will live here in an international, multicultural and plurilingual student community.
Certain standards are set in order to make life conducive for everybody:
We expect you to be particularly considerate, careful and open towards others in the student
community and to be also co-operative so that living and learning together will be possible
and successful.

We want to form an ,,international Kreuzberg family* and through mutual responsibility every-body
helps to actively create a good atmosphare in our student hostel and in our language school.

Mealtime:

Breakfast ~ Monday — Friday 7.00 h Saturday and Sunday 8.00 h

Lunch Monday — Friday 13.30 h Saturday and Sunday 12.30 h

Dinner Monday — Friday 18.30 h Saturday and Sunday 18.00 h
On public holidays, mealtime is like on Saturdays and Sundays

Please come punctually to the meals.

If you have an appointment (e.g physician attendance) and are unable to come on time for meal
please inform the kitchen beforehand. The meal will, if possible, exceptionally be kept for you.

If you will not be coming for a meal, please mark it on the list in the refectory.

Please do not take dishes or cutlery from the refectory to your private room.

For safety reasons it is absolutely not allowed to cook in the rooms!

Keys: You receive a key for the house and for your room upon your arrival. It belongs to an
expensive locking system. We ask you therefore to keep the key carefully.

Please always lock the room doors as well as the cupboards, with your keys, when leaving your room.
At night, please always close the iron gates to the park and lock the entry door to the house, with
your keys.

Mail: You will find incoming mails in the letter shelf beside the door of the refectory. Beside the
reception, there is a letterbox for outgoing mails. Stamps can be bought at the reception from the

Sister at the stipulated times.
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Telephone: Telephone calls from outside could be received from a telephone on the wall in the floor
of the refectory with this Number: 0049 (0)228 / 28 999 22.

Internet: There is a WLAN in the whole of the house and in the cafeteria there is also a LAN and 2
PCs. The access-name (,,Zugangsname*) for the Internet is ,,public® and password ,,kanzlerbonn®.

Info-Wall in the stairway: Here you will find current information about classes, special events,
programme modifications etc.

Rooms and equipments: Please use the equipments of the house carefully. Please do not pin any
personal pictures and posters at the room walls but only tack them or put them on files or albums.
You will find the things you need for room cleaning on each floor in the storage room.

Peace at night: Because of mutual consideration we ask you to keep night peace and silence starting
from 22.00 h. Please switch your radios low, don’t take a shower after that time and be silent also on
the corridors (somebody might like to sleep already).

Laundry: You may deposit dirty washing from Sunday evening until Tuesday morning in the room
before the laundry. The dirty washing will be washed from Tuesday to friday, dried and put into the
laundry shelf. You can collect your washing there. Please collect your cleaned washing until Saturday.
If your washing or clothes are left on the laundry shelf for more than two weeks, they will be
deposited in "clothes collection" in the basement.

You may yourself wash your clothes (e. g. a sentitive washing) in the room before the laundry. Please
don’t wash your clothes or dry them in your rooms!

You will receive clean bedsheets every 14 days.

Smoking: Please do not smoke in any part of the house.
You may smoke outside, before the house or on the terrace.

Visitors: Please report about visitors to Sr. Meera. The visitor room at the reception and the caferia
can also be used by visitors.

If you invite visitors for meals, we ask you to pay the appropriate costs to Sr. Meera.

In the interest of the house we ask you to terminate the stay of your visitors at 21.00 h. If visitors
would like to stay overnight, then please talk with the sister in charge of that.

It is forbidden to allow visitors or other people to stay overnight in your private room.

Parties: You may have feasts or parties in the table tennis hut in the park. Please talk to the managent
of the house about the possibility to do that. Out of consideration for the house community we ask
you to end all celebrations at 23.00 h and to then clean up the rooms you used.

A small feast can be celebrated in the cafeteria. We ask you to immediately clean the used dishes
(plates, cups etc.) in the cafeteria. Please do not celebrate feasts or parties in your private rooms!
Emergency at night (for example as a result of sickness) please use for example the telephone
on the floors of the refectory and call the numbers 45 or 30 or 32.

We thank you for taking part in the shaping of this culture of life in our Kreuzberg-centre and our
»international Kreuzberg family* we wish you a happy, good and successful stay.
